Transfer of Sh. Surinder Kumar JAO from STR Chennai to BSNL CO. – Reg.
Dear Sir,
With utmost disappointment I regret to mention that Sh. Surinder Kumar JAO STR Chennai (AGS AIGETOA), who has been transferred from STR Chennai to BSNL CO vide order No 4-25/2008-SEA (Pt.) dated 01/06/2009 (copy attached herewith) at the order of then CMD under Rule-3 of BSNL Transfer Policy, is not relieved yet.
It is worth to remind your good self that in the agenda meeting held on 29/05/2009 (in which you were also present as Director-HR) then CMD, being impressed with the in depth knowledge of Sh. Surinder Kumar in the matters of EPF, wished him to be posted in BSNL CO so as to resolve the long pending EPF issues of direct recruits. After taking consent of Sh. Surinder Kumar, then CMD ordered to transfer him immediately. Accordingly, on very next working day i.e. 01/06/2009 his transfer order was issued under Rule-3 of BSNL Transfer Policy.
Despite then CMD’s  order and Sh. Surinder Kumar’s willingness, he was not relieved for more than one month, and finally transfer order was kept in abeyance vide order No 4-25/2008-SEA (Pt.) dated 07/07/2010 (attached herewith), citing pending court case before Hon’ble Madras High Court.

Now the final decision of said court case has come and Hon’ble Madras CAT has found that Surinder Kumar was harassed by way of frequent transfers by some top class officers of BSNL violating transfer policy and without his consent. The copy of the said court case has already been submitted to your good self vide AIGETOA letter No: CHQ/AIGETOA/288 dated 3rd Sep 2010 with request to take immediate disciplinary action against the officers involved in his harassment. But, it is yet to be seen if the disciplinary action is initiated against erring officers, who grossly abused their administrative powers. It is again strange and ridiculous that even now, especially when court case is over, Sh. Surinder Kumar is not relieved to BSNL CO, citing that nobody is interested to accommodate him in BSNL CO. This is to bring your notice that, it is not a marriage proposal that anyone has right to refuse based on his/her interest. It is his transfer, which has been ordered in public interest by then CMD. So, it is public affair, not personal matter.
So, I request your good self to immediate instruct the concern officer to withdraw the abeyance order to get him transferred to BSNL CO as ordered in the agenda meeting dated 29/05/2009, and immediate explanation should be called from who are not interested to accommodate Sh. Surinder Kumar in BSNL CO. I hope your goodself will take immediate action in this regard without any prejudice to maintain the trust and to keep word of CMD committed in agenda meeting of the associations.
