Unfortunately, in its usual manner BSNL management justifying their stand filed several writ petitions against EPFO Order before Hon’ble Madras High Court. The Hon’ble High Court considering the petition on merit and dismissed the writ petitions filed by BSNL  and held that we are covered under the definition employees under section 2 f of EPF & MP Act,1952(Annexure-2).
