Dear Sir,

        This association humbly requests your kind to refer our submission mention under reference on the above subject wherein toughness of proposed LDCE for JTO to SDE (T) to be held on 04th march 2012 by doubling syllabus and introducing negative marking over last LDCE held in year 2007 is detailed. Apart from the above written submission I have also detailed the hardness of the proposed LDCE in personal meetings with the concerned authorities. I have been conveyed that syllabus is increased and negative marking is introduced with scientific reason which is not at all convincing. 
To substance our concern, I would like to draw your kind attention towards the result of LDCE held in year 2007 especially for the paper-1 which is as follow:

· Paper-1 of LDCE-2007 was also 100% objective type and syllabus was almost half of the proposed LDEC to be held on 4th March 2012.

· There were almost 4200 vacancies notified to fill up through LDCE-2007 but hardly 1800 people secured 50% marks without negative marking and half syllabus.

· If we impose negative marking on the first paper of LDCE-2007 there are hardly 900 candidates who had secured more than 50% marks out of more then 4200 vacancies and more then 10000 aspirants. If we also consider the impact of enhanced syllabus which is almost double now, the total candidates would have been less than 100 who could have secured more than 50% marks.

· Even in previous LDCEs also more than 50% vacancies remains unfilled, in this situation it is strange to understand the scientific reason to making more tough by doubling the syllabus and introduce negative marking instead of making easier so that more vacancies could be filled through competitive quota.
So once again, I humbly request your benign authority to consider the very genuine demand of this association to either reduce the syllabus at par with last LDCE or remove negative marking and reduce the cut-off marks so that level ground competition can be provided to the candidates who have already deprived by 3-4 attempts due to non-conduction of LDCE every year.
