Sub: Selection of CMD BSNL from amongst I.T.S. officers

 

Hon’ble Sir,

 

Kindly refer to our letter no. of even dated 21.03.2011 wherein it was requested to consider appointment of an ITS officer to the post of CMD BSNL. It is worthwhile to mention that in July, 2010 a search-cum-selection, headed by cabinet secretary was constituted by the Government. The committee included imminent personalities from IIT, IIM and IISc. The committee submitted its recommendations in the month of October, 2010. However, without considering the recommendations of such a powerful search committee the Government again constituted another search committee in Feb. 2011 for selection of suitable candidate for these posts. Subsequently, the search committee held interviews for the post on 28.03.2011.

 

2.         The association had requested to fill up the post of CMDs with person of proven leadership, vision and having domain knowledge amongst the Indian Telecom Service (ITS) officers owing to the fact that ITS is the only Group ‘A’ Central Civil Service Technical Cadre having intensive training and vast experience in policy formulation, management, administration, planning, development and operations in the field of telecommunications. Neither is there any parallel nor alternative to such a large unified pool of highly qualified telecom engineers with talent, training and rich & varied experience. There is no dearth of talent amongst these ITS officers to suit the requirements of the post. If an outsider is appointed as CMD, BSNL, he will take substantial time to acquaint himself with the BSNL network, environment, work culture and ethos, with which ITS officers are well acquainted. The experience of appointing an outsider has been a bitter experience in several Government owned PSUs including Air India. These outside candidates have failed to meet the Government expectations results in heavy losses to the PSUs thus negating the very purpose.  

 

3.         Sir, you would agree that members of every cadre have certain aspirations at the time of joining of the service. ITS cadre is no exception and our members definitely aspire to be at the apex positions in the telecom related organizations. As said above, there is no dearth of talent in the ITS cadre and the government can select the best amongst them. If non-ITS persons are appointed to these apex posts, it would result in demoralization and exasperation among the members causing huge unrest, thus leading to adverse impact on the health of the organization. 

 

4.         We are confident that you will definitely take up this issue of appointment of CMD BSNL from ITS cadre with the appropriate organs of the government to serve the best interest of the organization.
