Subject: Representation against the injustice done by stopping to appear in the LDCE for TES Group-B held on 15/07/2007 and objection on conducting DPC for seniority cum fitness against the same vacancies before rendering the justice.

Respected Sir, 

Myself, has come to know about the injustice happened in the last LDCE for TES Group-B held on 15/07/2007 by stopping to appear in the said examination which has caused irrecoverable loss as far as my career progression is concerned. Moreover, BSNL management is going to conduct DPC to fill up the remaining vacancies in the seniority cum fitness quota before rendering the justice. I am filing my objection to the said DPC with request to render justice at the earliest on the following reasons/grounds:

1. That, I was appointed as direct recruitee GE-JTO in the year of recruitment (YOR) 2002.  My date of appoint is 02/06/2003.  My qualification is B.E. (Electrical).My appointment is in accordance with Junior Telecom Officers Recruitment Rules, 2001 formed by BSNL.
2. That, BSNL had conducted the LDCE for the promotion of JTO to the grade of SDE (Telecom) under competitive quota (25%) for the vacancies up to year 2005-2006 for which all India examination was held on 15/07/2007.
3. That, I had been abstained to apply for the said examination by stating that 2002 batch is not eligible for the same. I had applied for the said examination with all required formalities well in time and my admit card had also been issued but I was barred to appear in the examination at last moment by stating that 2002 batch is not eligible for the said examination.
4. That, it is worth mentioning here that some circles have allowed 2002 batch GE-JTOs to appear in the said examination, as a result of which they got qualified/promoted to SDE (T) and now working as regular SDE. (List of some candidates is attached along with for your ready reference).
5. That, I had prepared for the examination by sacrificing many things but all in vain as I was barred at the last moment in appearing for the same.
6. That, many post remained unfilled due to lack of sufficient number of LDCE qualified candidate. Now, it is learnt that BSNL management is conducting the DPC to fill up the same vacancies through seniority cum fitness quota for which I would have been qualified, if I was allowed.

7. In light of the above facts:

I. DPC, for filling up the remaining vacancies, be stopped immediately to avoid further complication and multiple injustice to me.

II. BSNL management should immediately find the way to render justice by giving me chance against the same vacancies and appropriate seniority.
